Logon Credential

What do we need to know?

GIL PIN & 900#

Users need this to log onto personal library accounts in GIL@GPC Classic (http://gil.gpc.edu), GIL-Find@GPC
(http://gilfind.gpc.edu/) or the GIL Universal Catalog (http://giluc.usg.edu)

In GIL catalogs, users can request items through GIL Express or intercampus loan, view and renew charged items,
or obtain the current semester's GALILEO password.

The default GIL PIN is system-generated. After retrieving it, the user can change it to anything that is 5 to 12
alphanumeric characters and contains no special characters.

GALILEO Password

It is required only for GALILEO (http://www.galileo.usg.edu)

It is a single word password that changes every semester.

Retrieve the password from GIL@GPC Classic (https://gil.gpc.edu)

If the user’s browser is set to accept cookies, the GALILEO Password is only required once per session.

If users select a GPC-managed resource within GALILEO, they will also be prompted for their GPC Username and
Password.

GPC Username and
Password

Used to access any electronic resource that GPC manages locally.

The same username and password is used for iCollege, SIS, etc.

If the user’s browser is set to accept cookies, users only have to enter GPC Logon Credentials once per session.
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
